Upgrades to PC Client are fully automatic.  The JCALS server detects that a PC doesn’t have the current version of the software and automatically downloads it without System Administrator (SA) intervention.  This works well with Windows 95, Windows 98 and Windows NT. 
However, the updates do not execute on PCs with Windows 2000 and the installation is aborted.  The Air Force is moving to Windows 2000 as the standard and this system is already showing up on users PCs here at WPAFB. 
3.      Resolution:  All that is required to allow the PC Client to automatically download is to change the attribute in the Windows 2000 root file C:\autoexec.bat from “hidden” to “not hidden”.  The Windows 2000 Operating System software comes with this file in the “hidden” default mode.
